Entry Requirements

To study Health and Social Care you will need to have at least 5 GCSEs at grade C or above.  You do not need to have studied GCSE Health and Social Care. 

If you are taking the double A level award then you will need to take Health & Social Care in 2 option blocks. You will study the single course and an additional  6 units for the second A level.
